loss and cost.” 



Theory behind IoT 

• Identification  A unique identifier for a review of 
the administration of the Network. 

• Communication to make it able to send and 
receive data. change "something" to "smart 
thing". 

• Sensification sensor to get feed changes around 
it. 

• Connection connect the device to the Internet.

• Install python dependencies/ requirements 
• pip install -r requirements.txt 
• Open the "securetea.conf" in your home directory (~/.securetea/securetea.conf) 

with a text editor and edit the following variables : 
• Copy/Paste API KEY and TOKEN from Twitter apps 
 
• Okay, Run program -> sudo SecureTea.py 
• If you want to monitor your system from a webapp, 
• cd gui 
• npm install 
• ng serve 
• Click new tab terminal and type -> sudo python monitor.py 
• Go to http://localhost:4200 to view your project. END-POINT
